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In order to meet the highly qualified definition as described in NCLB,

Massachusets’ teachers:

‘must possess a valid Massachusetts Preliminary, Initial, or
Professional license,

AND
demonstrate subject matter competency in the arcas they teach.
NCLB subject matter competence requirements are applicd differcntly
to those who teach at different levels.

Elementary school teachers may demonsirate subject matter competence
in each of the arcas they arc teaching through ONE of the following:

Passing the Massachusetts Test for Educator Licensure (MTEL) appropriate
Subject Matter Tests; or

Massachusctts High Objective Uniform State Standard of Evalustion
(HOUSSE): an approved Individual Professional Development Plan (IPDP)
aligned with HOUSSE requirements. (After 7/1/07, this option is only
available for teachers licensed in ELL and SPED.

'Middle and secondary school teachers may demonstrate subject matter
competence in cach of the arcas they arc teaching through ONE of the
following:

Passing the Massachusetts Test for Educator Licensure (MTEL) appropriate
‘Subject Matter Test;

Completion of an appropriate academic major;

Completion of an appropriate graduate degree;

Completion of comparable coursework cquivalent to an undergraduate
academic major;

Advanced cerification or credentialing; or

Massachusetts High Objective Uniform State Standard of Evalustion
(HOUSSE): an approved Individual Professional Development Plan (IPDP)
aligned with HOUSSE requirements. (After 7/1/07, this option is only
available for teachers licensed in ELL and SPED.
