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To work in Chelmsford or in any public school in Massachusetts you must be first licensed by the state.

To earn your Massachusetts Teachers License you must:

1. Apply for Licensure- Go to the Massachusetts Department of Elementary and Secondary Education website http://www.doe.mmass.edu/educators  .  You will need to pay a fee for your application.  This applies to all teachers new to the profession or who were previously certified in another state.

Pass the Teachers Test – All educators new to Massachusetts (regardless of certification in other states) are required to pass the Massachusetts Test for Educator Licensure (MTEL).  The testing is comprised of two sections. The first is the Communication and Literacy test that is taken by all teacher candidates. The second test is subject/grade level specific.
