Chelmsford High School  and Middlesex Community College  have partnered to offer
students a pathway to work towards a Liberal Arts and Sciences  Associate Degree while
attending CHS.

Through the Mass Transfer program students who earn college credit and/or complete an
associate degree from a Massachusetts community college are eligible for full credit
transfer to a 4 year state college or university.
