Audiobooks are available on CD, MP3, 
and Playaway© devices from the library, as well as Wonder Books© (print books with built-in 
audio devices.) You may enjoy listening to them on their own, or while reading along with a 
print copy.  You can also download ebooks to a tablet or eReader for free through Libby or 
Hoopla. 
 
Please note that summer reading for AP Language (grade 11) and AP Literature (grade 12) is 
required.
